mHistory

Organizers of the Boston, London, Berlin, Chicago and
New York city marathons joined together in 2006 to create
AbbottWMM with a mission of providing global leadership in
elite and mass participation marathons. The Tokyo Marathon
entered the collective in 2013. These industry leading
organizations are now united in their effort to advance the
sport, raise awareness of marathons’ elite athletes, and create
a global community of marathon runners.

In October 2014, Abbott, a global healthcare company, and
the World Marathon Majors announced a new partnership.
Abbott became the race series' first-ever title sponsor,
effective at the Tokyo Marathon 2015. Tim Hadzima was
appointed as the Executive Director of the Abbott World
Marathon Majors in December of 2014.

A new series format-a one-year cycle of qualifying races-
was announced in February 2015, beginning at the Tokyo
Marathon 2015, replacing the previous two-year series format.
In April of 2015, it was also announced that the series would
expand to include wheelchair athletes, starting at the 2016
Boston Marathon.

Recently, AbbottWMM announced an agreement with
Dalian Wanda Group Co., Ltd to develop a ten-year strategic
partnership aimed at expanding the Series with events added
in new regions such as Asia (outside Japan) and Africa.
The organization is now in an ongoing process identifying
candidate races that will be required to meet AbbottWMM'’s
stringent criteria before selection for the Series.

In November 2017, the AbbottWMM and partners Abbott and
Wanda Group announced the creation of a global age group
marathon ranking system and age group world championships.

The champions of the Abbott World Marathon Majors are
determined through a one-year cycle of Qualifying Races
featuring unprecedented anti-doping protocols. The Abbott
World Marathon Majors Series cycles through one year of
competition and consists of the following Qualifying Races:
Tokyo Marathon, Boston Marathon, Virgin Money London
Marathon, BMW BERLIN MARATHON, Bank of America
Chicago Marathon, TCS New York City Marathon, Olympic/
Paralympic Marathon and World Athletics*/World Para
Athletics Championships Marathon

Point System: The champions of the AbbottWMM Series are
the male and female athletes who score the greatest number
of points from Qualifying Races during the one-year scoring
period. During each scoring period, points from a maximum
of two Qualifying Races will be scored. An athlete must start
in two Qualifying Races over the Series cycle to be eligible
for the championship. If an athlete earns points in more than
two events, the athlete's highest two finishes will be scored.
The Wheelchair Series will follow the same rules, with the only
difference being the number of races that count for the title. In
Series without World Championships or Paralympic Games it
will be the best four of seven races to score. In years with either
of those events, it will be the best five of eight races to score.

Wheelchair Bonus Points: Beginning in Series XII, wheelchair
athletes have the chance to take home a potential eight
bonus points in the sprint competition. Each of the six Abbott
World Marathon Majors determines the location of the bonus
points competition, with the option of providing a point-to-
point time trial challenge or a single point marker on the
course. In a single point competition, the eight points will be
awarded to the athlete who crosses the mark first. In a point-
to-point competition, the points will be awarded to the fastest
to complete that section, regardless of their place in the pack
at that time. The maximum amount of times an athlete can win
the additional points over a series will be three times.

Doping Violations: Under AbbottWMM rules, no athlete who
has been found guilty of any anti-doping rules enforced by
the World Athletics*, World Anti-Doping Association (WADA),
National Federations, or any of the individual AbbottWMM
races is eligible to win the AbbottWMM championship title.
Athletes must comply with the AbbottWMM Code of Conduct.

ABOUT THE TOKYO MARATHON

Organized by the Tokyo Marathon Foundation, the
inaugural Tokyo Marathon was held on February 18,
2007. Through its theme, “The Day We Unite” the Tokyo
Marathon has gathered together runners, volunteers
and spectators every year.

In 2011, the Tokyo Marathon implemented its own
charity program, “Run with Heart”, through which
donors can contribute to various charitable activities,
and the capacity increased to 5,000 from 3,000 in 2019.

Since the 10th anniversary event in Tokyo Marathon
2016, the official race logo has been renewed to
represent the portrayed images of the runners,
volunteers and cheering crowds along the course,
which signifies the race theme “The Day We Unite.” In
addition, Tokyo Marathon 2017 began a new course
that finishes in front of the Tokyo station area, and in

2018 saw a new Japanese record set for the first time in
16 years. Tokyo Marathon 2020, held on Sunday, March
1, 2020, also serves as the Japanese Olympic Trial for
Olympic Games 2020, and it receives much attention
from home and abroad.

ABOUT THE BOSTON MARATHON ¢/ s
Inspired by their experience at the 1896 Olympic
Games, several members of the Boston Athletic
Association founded their own marathon in 1897. The
race has been run every year since (though the 1918
edition featured a military relay rather than an individual
race due to World War 1) and is now the world’s oldest
annual marathon. Both the start and finish lines have
moved slightly over the years, but much of the course
remains exactly as it was originally designed.

Since 1924, the race has begun in the town of
Hopkinton, and from there the point-to-point course
descends through Ashland, Framingham, Natick and
Wellesley. Upon entering Newton, the course gradually
rises to the famous Heartbreak Hill. As runners reach
the top, they can see downtown Boston for the first
time, four miles in the distance. After running through
Brookline, the course enters Boston where it finishes on
historic Boylston Street. Runners must qualify for entry
by meeting time standards corresponding to gender
and age, which is another aspect—besides its course
and longevity—unique to the Boston Marathon.

ABOUT THE VIRGIN MONEY LONDON MARATHON
In 1979, after running the New York City Marathon
with John Disley, Chris Brasher questioned
whether London could stage such a festival: “We
have the course . . . but do we have the heart and
hospitality to welcome the world?” Later that year,
Brasher travelled to America, where the running
boom of the late 1970s had started. He witnessed
the Boston Marathon and revisited the New York
City race. He studied both races’ organizations
and finances. On his return, Brasher and Disley
secured a three-year contract with Gillette for
£75,000, established the organization’s charitable
status, and set down six main aims for the event.
The first London Marathon was held on March 29,
1981. More than 20,000 people wanted to run;
7,747 were accepted. There were 6,255 finishers,
led home by American Dick Beardsley and
Norwegian Inge Simonsen who crossed the finish
line hand in hand. Joyce Smith broke the British
record to win the women'’s race.

The London Marathon, which will celebrate its
40th race this year (2020), has now had more
than a million finishers since 1981 and raised
more than £1billion for charity. More than 40,000
participants will start this year’s race with the elite
runners competing for $313,000 in prize money.
The race is viewed in more than 196 countries
worldwide and watched by between four and five
million viewers in the UK via the BBC.

ABOUT THE BMW BERLIN MARATHON

A group of runners from one of Germany’s most prestigious
athletics clubs, SC Charlottenburg, organised the first BERLIN-
MARATHON in 1974. It was not until 1981 that the race moved
from the Grunewald (a big forest) into the city center of West
Berlin. Supported by the three western allied forces (Britain,
France and USA) it quickly developed into Germany’s biggest
and best quality marathon. A new era started after the fall of the
Berlin Wall in November 1989. On 30 September 1990, three days
before reunification, the course of the BERLIN-MARATHON led
through Brandenburg Gate and both parts of Berlin for the first
time. In 2001 Naoko Takahashi became the first woman to break
the 2:20 barrier in Berlin. The flat and fast loop course was then
changed significantly for the 2003 race. Paul Tergat, who ran a
world record of 2:04:55 (first sub 2:05 time ever), became the first
man to cross the new finish line, passing through Brandenburg
Gate shortly before — the symbol for reunification.

The BMW BERLIN-MARATHON developed into one of the world’s
best quality road races. In 2008 Haile Gebrselassie (Ethiopia)
improved the world record for a second time, clocking 2:03:59.
Patrick Makau (Kenya) broke Gebrselassie’s world record in
Berlin in 2011, improving the time to 2:03:38. Three more world
records by Kenyans followed: Wilson Kipsang clocked 2:03:23 in
2013, Dennis Kimetto became the first runner to achieve a sub
2:03 time in 2014 (2:02:57) and then Eliud Kipchoge smashed this
mark in 2018. Running 2:01:39 he crowned the 45th edition of the
BMW BERLIN-MARATHON. He improved the former mark by 1:18
minutes, the biggest advance in the men’s marathon world record
for over 50 years. A staggering total of eleven world records were
broken in the BMW BERLIN-MARATHON, which is unique.

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Since the change of the finish location in 2017,
new records are brought forth from the flat and
fast paced course. | believe through this, we have
gained greater recognition as an event reaching
the “global standard”. Two years ago, Yuta Shitara
(Honda) made a new history, breaking the national
record with 2:06:11 for the first time in 16 years. The
Japan Industrial Track & Field Association awarded
Shitara for this great achievement with 100 million
yen through the strengthening program “PROJECT
EXCEED?”, gathering grand focus. Last year, it
was a tough condition for the athletes with drastic
temperature drop from midway, but despite, Birhanu
Legese (ETH) kept the speed finishing strong under
2:05 and showed us the global-standard race. This
year, as being the 14th edition of the Tokyo Marathon,
we can expect it to be more exciting. In the men’s line
up, our defending champion Legese will be joining.
He missed the win at Berlin Marathon in September of
last year, but he finished with incredible time of 2:02:48.
He rewrote his personal best, and will be returning to
Tokyo much stronger. Winner of the last year’s Dubai
Marathon Getaneh Molla (ETH), and the third finisher
of the last year's Berlin Marathon Sisay Lemma (ETH)
both has the record under 2:04. Dickson Chumba
(KEN) as the only athlete with multiple wins at Tokyo
will also join, making it total five athletes holding
record time under 2:05. | believe Legese will lead
the race to bring record time under 2:03, marking
the fastest record achieved within Japan. In addition,
we can expect intense race among the Japanese
athletes, fighting for the last ticket to enter the Tokyo
2020 Olympic marathon, for our race serves as the
selection trial “Marathon Grand Championship (MGC)
Final Challenge”. We can greatly look forward to a
battle between the current and past national record
holders of the same age, Suguru Osako (Nike) and
Shitara. And along, we can expect Hiroto Inoue
(MHPS) with time record of 2:06:54 in Tokyo Marathon
2018 to keep up. To win the last ticket to the Tokyo
2020, one must clear the time of 2:05:49 set by Japan
Association of Athletics Federation. If no one clears
the time, Osako who finished third in MGC race in
last September will be appointed. Osako could have
chosen not to enter the race and waited for the days
to pass by. But instead, he chose to enter the battle.
His willpower is something like no other, and perhaps,
his pride as the national record holder is what fuels
him. For Shitara, Tokyo is a familiar course, maybe
with positive image still lingering from the national
record he achieved. He seems carefree, but definitely
has strong feeling towards Osako, who he has been
competing against since college. We can expect him
to go on the race in fast pace from early on, with the
mindset in breaking the current national record.
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Preview of Elite Race

With Inoue, | still remember the great impression |
received from him two years ago when he declared
his goal time of 2:06:00. It proved that his mindset has
always been set to compete in the world-class-level.
It was unfortunate outcome for him at the MGC, but
in the New Year Ekiden 2020, he set a new record for
the fourth leg proving his comeback. The highlight of
the event is observing how they have come to prepare
for the race, and witnessing their fight. Depending on
the weather, new national record can be expected
greatly. At the moment, | am planning to implement
two different paces. The first group featuring Legese
and rest of African athletes, will be led in pace to
finish under 2:03. The second group will be led
targeting finish time between 2:04:40-2:05:30. With
the ambition to win the last ticket to Tokyo 2020, we
can expect majority of Japanese athletes to keep up.
The Pacer will only lead up to 30km, and therefore,
athlete must save the strength for the last segment,
and from there, | look forward to how the game will
shift. Yuki Sato (Nissin Foods Holdings) and Kenta
Murayama (Asahi Kasei) with great potential will also
be joining to add more excitement. In 2016 at the 10th
edition of the event, we witnessed Murayama keeping
up with the lead group until 22km, and not to mention,
he was the only Japanese. Moreover, many athletes
lined up at the MGC in last September will also be
joining. We will not be able to take our eyes off to see
who will finish first. In recent years, the Japanese
marathon has revitalized. Since the unsatisfying
results at the Rio 2016, different approach was
implemented to strengthen the marathon athletes,
and in result, it brought change. The 100-million-yen
bonus and the selection trial MGC correspondingly
encouraging faster result times, where the national
record was rewritten twice by Shitara and Osako, the
ambition to break 2:05 or 2:06 has also risen among
many athletes. Truly, | hope that Tokyo Marathon
that meets global standard will also contribute to this
enhancement. For the women’s field, the excitement
runs high for the foreign athletes. The defending
champion Ruti Aga (ETH) will be racing joined by
Birhane Debaba (ETH) with the record of 2:18:46
aiming for the win. Moreover, there are three other
athletes who have personal record time within 2:19.
The world class battle centering on the African
athletes will take place. Your emotions will run high
from watching world class performance of Legese and
the others running to achieve 2:02. With Japanese
athletes aiming for the last ticket to Tokyo 2020, we
can expect them to go for fast split times and the
crowds will go wild as the possibility of witnessing the
new national record becomes higher. It may be a day
with new history. With the course and the athletes
that we are proud to present, please enjoy the “global
standard” race, the Tokyo Marathon 2020.

In 2019, Legese surprised the world twice. First was at the Tokyo
Marathon in March. He finished the race with 2:04:48, recording as the
second fastest race record, and leaving incredible gap of 2 minutes
over the second finisher in the face of cold and rain. After the race he
commented, “If the weather is better, | will bring 2:03”, and departed
Japan with grasp of confidence.

The second surprise took place in September at Berlin Marathon.
Beyond imagination, he renewed his personal best, marking finish time
of 2:02:48 (second place). Following world record of 2:01:39 by Eluid
Kipchoge, and winner of Berlin Marathon, Kenenisa Bekele with the
time of 2:01:41, Legese who has no records in entering the Olympics
or World Championships has achieved the third fastest record time.

Contrast to 35-year-old Kipchoge, and 37-year-old Bekele, Legese is
only 25 years of age. There are 18 athletes who broke 2:04, but Bekele
is the youngest. The possibility of him breaking the world record will
run high, as he continues to build his experience in marathon.

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Rising star athlete, he marked his first marathon with the record time of
2:03:34 in Dubai in January, 2019.

His strong point is his speed. He is the only athlete in the line-up
holding a record under 13 mins for 5000m. At the African Championships
filled with competitive athletes, he placed fourth in 2016.

Following his marathon debut, he entered half marathon in March
recording his personal best of 1:00:26, and in June, he rewrote his
personal best in 2-mile (approx. 3218m) track event, enhancing his
speed.

February 2018, he finished as first Japanese with the record of 2:09:34 at
Biwako. His tenacious style in running is his strong aspect.

Graduate of Kumamoto Kokufu High School, he has no records in the
national level, and in third and fourth year in Jobu University, he ran the
fifth segment in both years at Hakone Ekiden. In March 2014, he made
a marathon debut in Otsu. In February 2015, he achieved his first win at
Kumamoto Castle Marathon, then in December 2016, he ran his personal
best of 2:10:40, seven minutes faster, at Fukuoka International finishing
fourth. Consistency in entering two to four races every year, seeing him
with shaved head gives us an image of monk running to seek foresight.

In Asian Games (Jakarta) in August 2018, he led the slow-paced group
until 37km in the extreme heat, finishing fourth.

At the MGC in last September, he failed to get on momentum, finishing
the race in disappointing result of 26th place. He has shown his strength
in running by focusing on maintaining the pace, instead of speed. In the
high-paced Tokyo, we will see if he can manage to show his potential.

During his years at Toyo University, he was known as the “third generation of the yamano
kami” (greatest uphill runner) at the Hakone Ekiden. After graduating, he joined Konica
Minolta, but in November 2018, he pursued a career in professional running as an individual
rather than joining the jitsugyoudan team (professional corporate sponsored organization).
He has been training long span in Kenya and Ethiopia, building his strength both physically
and mentally.

In December 2017, he made a marathon debut at the Fukuoka International Open Marathon
Championship. Following, he entered Tokyo Marathon 2018, but ended in distress, failing
to mark under 2:10. But he continued to build his strength following after by entering Berlin
Marathon, Fukuoka International Open Marathon Championship, and Tokyo Marathon 2019
consecutively.

At the MGC, he ran aggressively in the beginning, but the pace dropped severely following
30km, finishing in 17th place. However, at the Southeast Asian Games in December
representing Japan, he won the marathon race for the first time with the time of 2:12:18. He
fought hard in the last strefch, achieving the win.

This will be his third Tokyo Marathon, and eighth marathons within his career. His goal is to
renew his personal best of 2:10:18 from two years ago. Sub 2:08 is definitely kept in mind.

Last September at the MGC, his pace dropped from 25km,
finishing in 15th place. Following that Fall, his performance was low at
the Hokuriku JITA Ekiden, and at Hachioji Long Distance in 10,000m.
His performance did not improve, and he was removed from the team for
the New Year Ekiden.

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As the only female athlete to win the Tokyo Marathon twice, Dibaba
has developed in stature as a runner, in step with the development of the
Tokyo Marathon itself. 2014 is the first time when sub 2:25 was marked
at Tokyo by a female athlete. Dibaba placed second in that race with
the time of 2:22:30, marking within course record. She won the race the
following year, 2015, then placed 5th in 2016 and 2nd in 2017. In 2018 she
won the race again, completing five consecutive appearances at Tokyo.

She also set personal best records at Tokyo. In 2017, she set her new
personal best for the first time in three years marking 2:21:19. In 2018,
she marked sub 2:20 for the first time with a time of 2:19:51, closing in on
the new domestic record set by Chepchirchir the previous year.

2:25:04 (9th place) at London in April of last year was a little
disappointing, but Dibaba managed to set a new personal record at
Valencia in December for the first time in six years since Tokyo, with
2:18:46 (3rd place).

Returning to Tokyo Marathon 2020 with two years in between, achieving
new personal record would also mean a new record within Japan.

Born in Kenya, Chemtai obtained Israeli citizenship in 2016 and took
part in the Rio Olympic marathon. She did not finish that race, but went
on to represent Israel at the 2017 World Championship marathon (41st
place), the 2018 European Championships 10,000m event (gold medal)
and the 2019 World Championships marathon (DNF). She currently holds
the Israeli records for 5,000m, 10,000m and marathon.

She has not competed in athletic events in Kenya, and only began
competing in Israeli competitions from 2011. Her advance to international
level came after the Rio Olympics. In 2017 her speed at 10,000m was
in the 32-minute range, which she then shortened to 31:33:03 in 2018,
taking the world by surprise when she won the European Championships.

In her first marathon at Dubai in 2015, Shure Demise set a new world
record within U20 with a time of 2:20:59. At the time, her record ranked 5th
fastest debut marathon of all time.

She was inspired to begin running by her heroine, Derartu Tulu, a fellow
Ethiopian winning Olympic gold medals in the women’s 10,000m in 1992
and 2000. Later in her career, Demise was inspired by another Ethiopian
runner, Tirunesh Dibaba, winner of two consecutive Olympic gold medals in
the 10,000m in 2008 and 2012.

Demise won the Toronto Marathon in 2015 and then in 2016, and placed
5th in the World Championships in 2017. Her first marathon record time is
what attracted attention, but not to mention, she’s quite a competitive runner.

She has competed in Tokyo three times in the past, missed the win, but
her placing is gradually improving, finishing 6th in 2016, 4th in 2018 and 3rd
in 2019. She recorded her third best personal time in 2018 with 2:22:07, and
came within six seconds of a new personal best in 2019 with 2:21:05. At
Tokyo Marathon 2020, a new personal record can be anticipated for the first
time in five years

She ran for Kyudenko until mid-2016, where she became an
integral part of the team with her friendly personality, often
hosting her teammates to Kenyan cuisine. She has been
able to put her speed to great advantage, winning a leg at the
Queens Ekiden two years in a row, and placing 7th in the World
Championships 10,000m event in 2013.

Her first marathon was at Tokyo in 2015. At the time, she
expressed her desire to “win under 2:25 and represent Kenya”
but she finished 4th place with 2:26:43, achieving neither aim.

The Osaka Women’s Marathon in January of 2016 was her last
race in Japan, but regretfully dropped out the race past 31km.

Neutralizing her citizenship from Ethiopia to Bahrain, she competed in the
2011 World Championships in 10,000m event, where she finished 6th place.

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While this will be her first appearance at the Abbott World Marathon Majors
event, she is one of the athletes expected to significantly improve her time.

At her first marathon in Dubai in 2016, she ran well and came 4th with a time
of 2:24:00.

This year is a special year where the Olympic and Paralympic
Games take place once in every four year, and as for Tokyo
Marathon, it is the first AbbottWMM race kicking-off for 2020. Taking
in consideration that the Paralympic marathon (Sep. 6) course will
be overlapping partially with the Tokyo Marathon course, it is an
opportunity for athletes to gain pre-race simulation, and | hope that
everyone will enjoy the race as it will be a race like no other.

To add greater excitement, we have implemented 3 different
schemes for this year. Since the course change from 2017, the
Tokyo Marathon has become fast-pace race and has brought new
course record for the elite runners. But that has not been the same
for the wheelchair race and has not led to better record. Because the
Tokyo Marathon course is flat for the most part, there are very little
opportunity for the athletes to make a move. As a result, looking back
in the past races, the athletes have the tendency to maintain in pack
until the last 1km of the stone-paved road in Marunouchi Naka-Dori
Ave., where it then becomes a sprint race in the last 200m. Perhaps
the reason why we have not been able to produce fast race record is
because game change happens only at the finish, lacking game shift
throughout the course. And as the wheelchair race director, | would
like to create a race that will lead to new records.

The first scheme we have planned is to shorten the distance of the
AbbottWMM Wheelchair Bonus Point. In the previous AbbottWMM XI|
series Wheelchair Bonus Point, the distance was 1.3 km but we have
shortened it to 400 m, where the fastest men and female athlete will
earn 8 pts.

The second scheme is implementing “Beyond the Limit”, our very
own program to encourage all athletes to break the course record.
The top 3 athletes who crosses the 37.5 km within the split mark time
designed to lead athletes to break the course record will receive bonus
prize (the current course records are 1:26:00 for men and 1:41:04
for women). The designated split time are sub 1:15:00 for men and
sub 1:28:00 for women, but the time setting may be adjusted and
reintroduced at the technical meeting (Feb. 29). Note, the 37.5 km is
also the finish point for the Wheelchair Bonus Point, and combining
the two schemes synergistically we can expect new course record.

The third scheme is raising the prize purse, almost doubling what
we used to offer. The overall prize purse has increased, where the 1st
prize purse has raised from 1,000,000 yen to 2,000,000 yen for both
men and women equally. We truly hope the athletes will aim to achieve
not only fast time record, but aggressively go for the prize money.

mWorld’s Top Wheelchair Athletes Line-up for the Race!

Along with the 3 schemes we have implemented, we have also
focused to invite top athletes who has the speed. From abroad we
have invited 6 men and 6 women, and from within Japan we have
invited 3 men and 3 women. You can refer to details of the athletes in
the separate page (pg.88 -) but | would like to introduce our defending
champion Marcel Hug (SUIl), and he’'ll be joined by Daniel Romanchuk
(USA) placing 2nd, Ernst VanDyk (RSA) placing 3rd and Josh Cassidy
(CAN) finishing 5th last year. Johnboy Smith (GBR) and Jordi Madera
(ESP) who are ranked in the top of AbbottWMM series will be entering
for the first time or returning to complete the race. And | would like
to also introduce Kota Hokinoue, Tomoki Suzuki and Ryota Yoshida
who placed top three within the Japanese men last year and will be
returning.

Looking at the recent records, | believe the race will be centered
among Marcel, Daniel and Tomoki. Especially Daniel, we can expect
him to come back in full speed, now that he has experienced the
course and has the strength to finish in 2nd place despite the cold and
rain. But our defending champion Marcel who has shown us all his
superior strength even within the rough weather will surely not allow

his title to be taken that easily. As for Tomoki, he has been conscious
of these two, and definitely will make a move to keep up with them.
We can look forward to great record that is led by these three men.
Of course, experienced Ernst and Josh will definitely keep up, while
Johnboy and Jordi with many international experiences will be joining,
we can look forward to how they will race in Tokyo.

For the women'’s line up, we have our defending champion Manuela
Schar (SUI), joined by Tatyana McFadden and Susannah Scaroni (both
USA) placing 2nd and 3rd last year, along with Amanda McGrory (USA)
and Madison De Rozario (AUS) who has several defending title within
AbbottWMM and lastly Christie Dawes (AUS) entering for the first time,
totaling to 6 world’s best female athletes.

From Japan, we have 3 athletes lined up. Tsubasa Kina did not finish
last year’s Tokyo race due to weather, but in November she broke the
Japanese record and carrying good momentum, and hope that she
will keep up with the top athletes until the end. Kazumi Nakayama
is class T53 with less mobility who focusses more on track events,
but she continued to build endurance last year. Lastly, it is our past
champion Wakako Tsuchida, who will be entering Tokyo for the first
time since 2016. She has transitioned to triathlon in 2017, but will aim
for marathon qualification for the Tokyo Paralympic Games along with
triathlon this year, and we can expect her to come to the event fully
prepared.

Since the 2018 Berlin Marathon, Manuela has been winning
consecutively for the past 9 events of AbbottWMM and we can expect
her to outstand the others again in Tokyo. But with other athletes
striving to reach Manuela, faster record time can be expected naturally
and most definitely, we hope our Japanese athletes will have a good
battle along.

mYou cannot take your eyes off till the end!

It is hard to predict the outcome of the race with such strong athletes
lined-up, but since the course change in 2017, the pack tends to stay
together till the end, and make a move prior to finish. In wheelchair
racing, long down/uphill or the cornering turn is where the athletes
make a move, but like | mentioned in the beginning, the Tokyo
Marathon course lacks the characteristic to allow the athletes to plot
game change.

The only major hillside is located early in the course, the downhill
little before 5km marking. The downhill naturally adds speed, and it will
be interesting to see an athlete take-off from the pack, changing the
race flow. And if the rest of the athletes follow not to lose their place,
we can have greater expectation to see faster paced race with the
hopes in witnessing new course record.

However, taking a lead among the strong athletes is not an easy
thing to do, and observing other athletes and staying in pack is an
outcome we can expect. But from perspective of an athlete, smaller
pack is preferred, so one may shift the speed to shake off another
competitor. Watch closely to see which athlete will take the lead, fall
behind or plot for you can better understand and enjoy the race.

Also pay attention to a wheelchair marathon tactic called “rotation”.
To avoid the headwind, the athletes will race in single file, but if the
lead athlete take the stress from the wind for prolonged time, it will
drain physical energy and may lead to pace down. So, the athletes will
take turn to lead the pack to maintain the pace. This is called rotation,
and if you see this taking place, it indicates that the race is flowing in
good pace. Despite, there are athletes who wishes not to take the lead,
and the pack may spread side to side. By observing the movements
and the position athletes deliberately take, you can better understand
each game tactic.

For this year, AbbottWMM Wheelchair Bonus Point and other
schemes to make our athletes focus on the record time is implemented
within the course, and we hope our athletes will make the race more
entertaining by boosting their speed.

This marathon will be held in compliance with the most up to date World Para Athletics Rules and Regulations.

All participating athletes must follow World Para Athletics Rules and Regulations regarding advertising and displays on
clothes and wheelchairs during World Para Athletics Recognized Competitions.

Athletes must follow the designated lanes in the course from start to finish.

Drafting behind an athlete from another gender within a distance of 5 m or less is prohibited.

Any athletes who intentionally interfere with, or touch other athletes during the race will be disqualified.

Wearing a helmet is required.

Only the race officials are permitted to assist an athlete in case of crash or tumble during the race. Athletes will be
disqualified if he/she is assisted in any manner influential to the better race result.

Only the race officials are allowed to assist the repair of wheels and wheelchairs during the race.

Athletes must retire immediately from the race when so ordered by the medical officials or the race officials.

Athletes must obey the directions of the race officials and police officers.

Regulations for wheelchairs are as follows:

(1) At World Para Athletics Competitions the wheelchair shall have two(2) large rear wheels and one(1) small front wheel.

(2) No part of the frame of the wheelchair, or any attachments to it, shall extend forward beyond the hub of the front
wheel nor backwards beyond the rearmost vertical plane of the rear wheels (including tyres). Additionally, the width
of the frame and any of its attachments shall not be wider than the inclined plane of the pushing rims. The maximum
height from the ground to the bottom of the wheelchair frame shall be 50cm.

(3) No part of the wheelchair may protrude behind the vertical plane of the back edge of the rear tyres.

(4) Wheel Dimensions: The maximum diameter of the large wheel including the inflated tire shall not exceed 70 cm.The
maximum diameter of the small wheel including the inflated tire shall not exceed 50 cm.

(5) Only one plain, round, push-rim is allowed for each large wheel.

(6) No mechanical gears or levers are allowed to propel the wheelchair.

6 (7) The use of mirrors is not permitted in wheelchair track or road races.

(8) Only hand operated, mechanical steering devices are allowed.

(9) The athlete must be able to turn the front wheel(s) manually both to the left and to the right.

(10) The use of fairings or similar devices specifically designed to improve the aerodynamic performance of the athlete in
the wheelchair are not permitted.

(11) Wheelchairs will be measured and inspected in the Call Room and once inspected must not be taken from the competition
area before the start of the event. Wheelchairs can be re-examined by the officials before or after the event.

(12) It is the responsibility of the athlete to ensure that their wheelchair conforms to the requirements stipulated above. No
event shall be delayed for the reasons for athletes to makes adjustments to their wheelchair.

(13) Any physical or technological action or activity that provides an athlete with an unfair advantage is not permitted
on the field of play. Any device that has the capacity to be used for communicating is prohibited from the field of
play. Speedometers attached to wheelchairs that have GPS component may be allowed as long as communication
function is not included.

CLASSIFICATION SYSTEM GOVERNING RULES

- These athletes will have normal arm muscle power with no abdominal or lower spinal muscle activity.

I General Cautions(Please Read)

The marathon will start at the Tokyo Metropolitan Government Building and finish on Gyoko-dori in front
of Tokyo Station. The course will consist of city streets, so restrictions apply to where media coverage
is possible. Please follow the instructions given by the staff in each area.

Please be aware that the photographs and videos produced during the course of coverage can only be
used for news coverage (commercial use is prohibited).

Each company can use one still camera and one television camera in each area. If the number of
applications for a filming location exceeds its capacity, random lot drawing will be used to determine
which companies can make coverage in that area. Companies will be informed of coverage area
assignments at reception (when picking up the media credentails and camera operator bibs).

Assembly locations and location guidance may vary between coverage areas. Please confirm this
information in advance.

Filming and photography are not permitted on streets, on medians, on pedestrian bridges, or on
overpasses.
